ARTICLE III.      PROCEDURE FOR DETERMINING STANDING OF

mentioned conditions are not met, and therefore may participate in contests 

and/or activities but are ineligible for any Chapter, Team or individual Awards

1. All Current State and National dues have been paid by a       

                           date specified by the State Association.

2.  All Reports have been submitted as required the State Association.

3.  No provisions of chapter constitution are in conflict with State and National constitutions or PL 740. Activities are in harmony with the ideals and purposes of the Imperial Section

4.   Has Paid Annual Section Dues. ($150.00)

Section B.     An active member shall be considered in good standing with the

                      Section, provided they are in good standing with their chapter.

ARTICLE IV.       MEMBERSHIP

Section A.    Membership in the Imperial Section is the same as found in 

                     Article V. of the National Constitution of the FFA.

ARTICLE V.        DEGREES AND PRIVILEGES

Section A.    There shall be no additional degrees granted other than those

                     mentioned on the Article VI. Of the revised National

                     Constitution.

ARTICLE VI.       OFFICERS

Section A.    The Imperial Section officers shall be: President, Vice President,

                     Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter, Sentinel, 2nd Vice President, 3rd Vice 

                     President, Historian and Advisor.

Section B.    The Sectional President shall be elected at the Spring Regional

                     Meeting.  All other officers shall be elected at the last official 

                     Section Meeting.

Section C.    The Advisor of the Section shall be the Advisor of the chapter

                     from which the Sectional President is elected, and will remain so

                     throughout the current school year unless there is a change in

                     Sectional Presidents.  The advisor of the new president then

                     becomes Sectional Advisor.

Section D.    A member must be qualified and in their second year of 

                     agriculture (at the beginning of their term to hold an office in

                     the Imperial Section.)

Section E.    The Executive committee will be made up of the current

                     Sectional Officers and Sectional Advisor(s) and the President or 

                     Representative of each chapter.

ARTICLE VII.      DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS
 Section A.   It shall be the duty of the Sectional President to preside over all

                     Sectional meetings and inform the executive committee of all

                     meeting dates, times and locations. Provided the Chapter is in good standing.

Section B.    It shall be the duty of the Vice President acting under the 

                     direction of the President to care for the welfare of the Section. 

                     In case the office of President becomes vacant, the Vice 

                     President shall assume his/her duties.

Section C.    It is the duty of the Secretary to keep an accurate record of all 

                     regular and Executive meetings.

Section D.   The Sectional FFA Treasurer shall be responsible for informing     

                    members of the Imperial Section of Sectional Finances. The 

                    Imperial Section CATA Treasurer will be directly responsible for 

                    all funds and assets of both the Imperial Section CATA and FFA.

Section E.    It is the duty of the Reporter to release news and to inform the 

                     local media, as well as the chapters, of Sectional Events.

Section F.    It is the duty of the Sentinel to take care of meeting rooms and 

                     paraphernalia of the Section.

Section G.    It is the duty of the 2nd Vice President to assist the officers and 

                     advisor in functions of the Section.

Section H.   It is the duty of the 3rd Vice President to assist the officers and 

                    Advisor in functions of the Section.

Section I.
It is the duty of the Historian to assist the Reporter and to 



maintain a scrapbook of Sectional events and activities.

Section J.    The Sectional Advisor is an ex-official member of all committees.

ARTICLE VIII.   MEETINGS
Section A.   Each chapter is entitled to two delegates as voting members from 

                    its active membership to the Sectional meetings.
Section B.   The Imperial Section shall hold at least two meetings a year. One 
                    of the meetings shall be the Fall Leadership Training meeting. 

                    The time and the place of other meetings will be determined by 

                    the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE IX.     PROCEDURE FOR ELECTING SECTIONAL 

                                                        OFFICERS
Section A.   The Imperial Section President shall be elected by the delegation 

                    at the Spring Regional Meeting and shall serve as the Southern 

                    Region Vice-President for the Imperial Section.

Section B.   To be nominated for an office a candidate must turn in an application



and be screened by the Sectional Screening Committee. With the approval



of the Sectional Advisor and in the event that a chapter has only one



candidate and that candidate is unable to attend the Sectional Screening



Process; the Sectional Advisor may conduct the screening process over the



phone.  The Screening Committee will not slate more than two qualified

candidates from each chapter, with exception of the chapter of the Sectional President. In the event of a lack of candidates to fill each office, additional chapter members may be slated.

Section C.  Nominations will be accepted from the floor on an “as needed” 

                   basis to fill unslated positions.  Only if the nominee has gone 

                   through the screening process.

Section D.  The voting shall be by secret ballot and a simple majority will be 

                   necessary for election.  Sliding during elections shall be 

                   determined by the Sectional Screening Committee at the time of 

                   screening.  No chapter may have a second officer elected until each


        chapter has an officer elected.

Section E.  If an elected officer cannot fulfill their duties, a letter of 

                   resignation should be submitted to the Sectional Advisor.  The 

                   Sectional Advisor shall have the right at any time to remove an 

                   officer if they are not fulfilling their obligations as a Sectional 

                   Officer after approval of a majority of the Sectional FFA Advisors.

Section F.  In the event of Section E occurring, the Sectional Executive 

                  Committee will appoint a replacement by the process of screening, 

                  after the utilization of the Second and Third Vice Presidents.

Section G. The Sectional Screening Committee shall consist of the Sectional Advisor 

                  and one representative from each chapter in good standing.

Section H. No two members from the same chapter will be slated against each other.

Article X.   AMENDMENTS
Section A.    This Constitution and Bylaws, except those provisions provided 

                     for by the Regional, State and National FFA’s Constitution may 

                     be amended by a 2/3 vote at an Official Sectional Meeting.  Sectional 


          amendments will be voted on at the Official Sectional Meeting which 


          is held in conjunction with the Fall Sectional Leadership Conference.
Section B.    All proposed amendments to this Constitution must be posted by 

                     each chapter thirty days before any action can be taken.  

Article XI.   IMPERIAL SECTION CONTESTS
Section A.    Imperial Section Contests, which lead to Sectional Representation at the Region

and State Level, such as Public Speaking (Creed, Extemp., Prepared, and Job

 Interview), Parliamentary Procedure and Marketing CO-OP’s, will be ruled and operated by the CATA Curricular Code. 

Section B.    The Sectional Advisor, CATA President, Hosting School Representative, or



Any combination of these 3, may approve any needed changes at Sectional



activities.

Article XII.  SECTIONAL FINANCES
Section A.     It is recommended that Sectional Monies be used for Sectional 

                      activities.

Section B.     The CATA Treasurer is responsible for sending a monthly 

                      report to the Sectional Executive Committee.

Section C.     Each chapter will be charged $150 annually to pay for materials 

                      and awards needed for various Sectional activities. Dues shall be collected

                      by the Fall Sectional Leadership Conference for a Chapter to be in good standing.
IMPERIAL SECTION ACTIVITIES AND CONTESTS

RULES AND UNIFORM REQUIREMENTS

The following uniform requirements will be in effect for all Imperial Section Contests.

Contests, which require Official Uniform, will be governed according to the CATA Curricular Code.

6.  All Sectional Officers will wear official Uniform and Voting Delegates at all official Sectional Activities, unless otherwise specified by the Sectional Advisor.

8.  Job Interview

OFFICIAL DRESS UNIFORM  (According to CATA Curricular Code)

Boys: Official FFA jacket, zipped to the top, worn with a white, collared, dress shirt, an official FFA necktie, black slacks, black socks and black dress shoes.

Girls: Official FFA jacket, zipped to the top, worn with a white, collared, dress blouse, an official FFA scarf, appropriate women’s hose neutral in color, without designs or patterns black skirt of knee length or longer, or black slacks and black dress shoes.

Rules regarding the proper wearing and use of the Official FFA Jacket will be governed by the Official FFA Manual’s section regarding the Proper Use of the FFA Jacket.

Contests that require Waist-up or Modified Uniforms:
1.  Project Competition (up to the local chapter advisor’s discretion)

2.  IVC Field Day

3.  Or as required by hosting school

Contests or activities that require no uniform:
1.  Tool I.D. Workshops

2.  Record Book Workshops

3.  Vegetable Crop I.D. Workshops

4.  Sectional Sporting Events

No student or team shall be deemed ineligible or disqualified with out first conferring with all of the following, the sectional advisor or designee, the CATA Section President and the advisor of the individual or team in question.
SECTIONAL CONTESTS AND EVENTS

At the BIG and CO-OPS contests, the advisor must designate 5 team members before the contest begins?  The top 3 scores form the designated team will constitute the team score.  Other members may compete for individual awards.

Official team members will be allowed to complete contest before

 participants.               

Opening and Closing Ceremonies Contest:
Officer Contest Rules:

· Each Chapter may enter only one official officer team in the Officer Contest.

· The team shall consist of the six duly elected Constitutional Officers.

· Substitutes are allowed, but the team may not place above a team, which meets 

the Sectional Requirements.

· All individuals that are elected officers are eligible for individual awards.

· Any team that is not in official dress uniform will be disqualified for team awards.

· Any elected officer of that team may compete for individual awards.

Open Contest Rules
· A chapter may bring as many complete teams as it wants to.

· There may not be any substitution on any Open teams by other members that are on another team. This includes: Officer or Novice.

· A team shall consist of six members representing the six Constitutional Officers.

· Any team that is not in official dress uniform will be disqualified for team awards.

· Any team member in complete official dress uniform may compete for individual awards.

· Open students are classified, as “any student enrolled in a Vocational Agriculture class that is not one of the chapter’s six elected Constitutional Officers.”

· Any team not meeting the Open requirements will not be placed above a team that does.

Novice Contest Rules:

· A chapter may bring as many complete teams as it wants to.

· There may not be any substitution on any novice teams by other members that are on another team. This includes Officer, Novice or Open.

· A team shall consist of six members representing the six Constitutional Officers.

· Any team that is not in official dress uniform will be disqualified for team awards.

· Any team member in complete official dress uniform may compete for individual awards.

· Novice students are classified as “first year freshmen or sophomores” enrolled in a Vocational Agriculture class.

· Any team not meeting the Novice requirements will not be placed above a team that does.

Parliamentary Procedure Contest:
This contest will strictly follow the State Curricular Code.  

Any contestant not in official dress uniform will be disqualified from receiving awards.                                                                                                                                                                               

Public and Extemporaneous Speaking
Advanced: This contest will strictly follow the State Curricular Code.

Any contestant not in official dress uniform will be disqualified from

receiving awards.

Novice: This contest will strictly follow the rules adopted for the Advanced Contest

Any contestant not in official dress uniform will be disqualified from receiving awards.

Novice students are freshmen or sophomores who have not participated in 

either the Prepared, Extemporaneous, or Job Interview contest before.  

Novice students will have the option to be moved into the advanced contest

if they wish.  The Advisor of the Novice student must designate the student’s status

prior to the start of the contest.

Job Interview Contest:

Advanced: This contest will strictly follow the State Curricular Code.

Any contestant not in official dress uniform will be disqualified from

receiving awards.

Novice: This contest will strictly follow the rules adopted for the Advance Contest.

Any contestant not in official dress uniform will be disqualified from

receiving awards.

Novice students are freshmen or sophomores who have not participated in 

either the Prepared, Extemporaneous, or Job Interview contest before.  

Novice students will have the option to be moved into the advanced contest

if they wish. .  The Advisor of the Novice student must designate the student’s status

prior to the start of the contest.

Best Informed Greenhand Contest:
Only freshmen are eligible to win awards.  Sophomores may take the exam,

but will not receive awards.

Creed Contest:
This contest will strictly follow the State Curricular Code.

Each chapter is allotted 3 contestants per school to compete at the Sectional level. (24 official contestants).  If a chapter will not be bringing 3 official Creed speakers to the Sectional contest, another school may fill that vacancy with an additional Creed speaker until all vacancies are filled.  Vacancies must be confirmed by a phone call to the hosting chapter advisor.

IMPERIAL SECTION- BEST INFORMED GREENHAND CONTEST

1. 
Sponsored by the California Farm Bureau Federation. Awards will be provided by the Imperial Section FFA and Southern Region at the section level.

2.  
Contest participants will be first year (freshman) agriculture education students who are FFA members.

3.  
A team will consist of five members. Each chapter may enter an unlimited number on participants in the Best Informed Greenhand Contest, with the top 3 scores counting towards the team total, with all participants being eligible for individual awards.

4.  
Each team entering the sectional contest shall complete the team registration sheet and present it to the CATA officer in-charge or host designee.

5. 
The sectional test will be administered by the host school sponsoring the contest, under the supervision of the sectional CATA officers.

6.  
The contest will consist of a 100 point written examination, provided by Cal Poly Pomona, based on the most current Official FFA Manual and State FFA Constitution.  Officer and advisor names at the state and national level may be included.  In addition, the section contest may include section and region officers and advisors names.

7.  
Contestants will be allowed one hour to take the test.

8.  
Contestants will not be allowed to use any materials to assist them during the test.

9.  
It is the responsibility of the host school to secure the awards from the regional supervisor.

10.  
All students are required to be in the official dress uniform as stipulated in the CATA Curricular Code.

11.
All participants will remove Official FFA Jacket, folded inside out and hang from seat. 

12.  
The CATA Section President, the Section FFA Advisor, and the highest ranking section FFA officer present will enforce the dress code without exception.

RECREATIONAL COMPETITIONS

GENERAL RULES
The following rules apply to all of the Sectional Sporting events that are held:

1.  BORROWING POLICY - In the event that a team does not have enough girls to legitimately play, it has the option to “borrow” the necessary amount of girls from other teams, providing that the girls and the team from which they are taken from approve.

2.  DECISIONS - ALL of the decisions of the judges or referees are FINAL! If a team or player argues a call or decision by the officials, they may be subject to disqualification from the tournament. 

3.  Advisor participation is optional.

4.  All standard rules of play apply to each sport.

5.  There will a system for breaking ties.

6.  When a team brings more than 1 team, members may not switch to any other team from his school. Doing so will cause disqualification. Rosters of team members must be submitted to officials.  Once a member is designated to be on a team (i.e. A Team) they cannot at any time switch to another team. (i.e. B Team)

7.  Change of rules may occur if Hosting School, Section FFA Advisor, CATA President or any combination thereof can agree to the change, otherwise the rule must be followed as listed in the Sectional FFA Constitution. 

Sectional Volleyball
1.  Players:  There should be six players on the court at all times.  Any additional players must be rotated in at each new serve.  Two girls must be on the court at all times if the team wishes to be eligible for awards.

2.  There is a maximum of two teams per school. (Unless host school gives permission.)








 

3.  Games will be to 15 points and a team must win by 2 points. No  exceptions.

4.  The hosting school will provide the proper officials and the officials decisions are final.

5.  All other standard rules of play apply.                                                        
Sectional Softball Competition
1.  Each team will consist of ten players, with at least two girls per team.

2.  If a team does not have enough players, they can borrow.  If they refuse to borrow, they may compete but not win awards.

3.  Equipment is 16 inch softballs

4.  In the event of a tie, it will be broken in the following order:

a.  Most home runs, team with the most wins.

b.  Flip of a coin will determine the winner

5.  Each team must pitch to itself

6.  Each batter will be given three pitches or the batter is out, this includes foul   

      balls.

7.  A substitute player must play a complete inning before being substituted again.

  8. There is no bunting or similarities allowed, batter is automatically out and

      

   base runners return to original bases.

  9.    If a team should happen to bat around twice, regardless of the number of outs

or base runners, that inning shall be considered over and the other team will 

become batters.

Sectional Basketball
1.  There will be 5 players per team on the court at one time.  Two 

of the five players on the court must be girls.

2.  Teams will be designated before play begins and they must remain on on their original teams for the duration of the tournament and may not switch.

3.  There will be 15-minute (non stop) halves.  A break between each half will exist.  The officials will determine the amount of time of the break.
